International Horse Livery Agreement 

International Livery Package £295 per week 

ARRIVALS 

Procedure for international horse arrivals: 

• All international horses will undergo a veterinary health check upon arrival (the cost of 

this vet fee is charged to rider’s account)  

• If you are bringing your horse from another country your horse will be subject to a 

quarantine period that will be discussed prior to arrival. 

• All horses will be wormed in accordance with the yard worming programme. 

• Your horse’s passport must remain with Leweston whilst your horse is at livery with us. 

This is a legal requirement.  

• Vaccination record must be up to date (Equine Influenza and Tetanus and for 

international horses EHV). Please note that the primary (first two vaccinations) must 

have been completed 7 days PRIOR to arrival, also your horse should not require to be 

vaccinated within 7 days of arriving. Currently, horses must have received an Equine 

Influenza booster within 6 months upon arrival. Failure to meet this requirement will 

mean your horse will be turned away. Most UK show centres require Flu vaccinations to 

be updated every 6 months.  

• Please inform us of the date when the horse was last shod or is due to be shod.  

• Please inform us of your horse’s current bedding and feeding regime including 

supplements and forage (hay/haylage)  

• Tack must be safe and well-fitting; this will be checked before the horse is first ridden. 

• All horses must have Third Party Insurance and it is strongly advised you have cover for 

Veterinary and Dental fees, a copy of the insurance cover must be handed in on arrival.   

• Please inform of us of any specific behaviour or personality traits we need to be aware of 

(ie biting, kicking, head-shy, sensitive, weaves or crib-bites).

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FEES AND PAYMENT 

• Livery fees for the term must be paid in advance at a cost £295 per week. An invoice will 

be raised by the Fees Department and shared with parents.  

• All transport costs must be booked and paid for in advance. 

• A half term’s notice must be given for the horse to stay during the long school holidays 

(Christmas, Easter, Summer). Holiday livery is charged at £295 per week and will be 

invoiced by the school.  

• One Terms notice must be given if you want to terminate the Livery agreement  

• Any professional fees (Vet, Farrier, Shoeing, Dental and Physio) will be re-charged half-

termly and must be paid within 7 days. 

ADDITIONAL COSTS 

When incurred, the following additional costs will be recharged on a termly basis.  

Parents will be notified of any additional costs over the value of £100 prior to the cost 

being incurred. 

• All instruction costs either with a Leweston coach or specific privately arranged coaches.  

• Transport to training or competitions. 

• Competition entry fees. 

• Any school organised training sessions, clubs, visits, talks and workshops.  

• Clipping, trimming, mane and tail pulling. 

• Wormers. 

• Any required supplements, first-aid or veterinary supplies.  

• Saddlery and tack repairs or replacement kit.

• All rugs required for the season (turnout, stable, cooler, travel, fly rugs, exercise)  

• 3x Navy numnahs, plus 1x white competition numnah

• Brushing/exercise boots/turn-out (over-reach where needed)  

• Bridle number 

• Plaiting kit  

• Any additional supplements or feeds
